November 9, 2009 
  
President Judy Guercio called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.   Lou Harvick read the minutes of the October 
meeting that were taken by Sherri Johnson.  Sue Bowers moved they be accepted as read.  Debbie Suenram 
seconded the motion.  The motion carried. 
  
Evelyn Breeden reported on the Sunshine Committee.  Norma Stinchcomb's daughter and son both had surgery.  
Nan Bevins' son and son-in-law are both in the hospital with heart trouble.  Kaye Wisdom's husband had a heart 
attack.  Ernestine send a letter of thanks for her gift. 
Sheron gives all cards and envelopes to Mariellen for the "Hugs" project.  They are shipping 3000 boxes at 
$12.50 per box.  Charlene Brumley, Iva Gilliland's daughter, brought pictures taken through the years.   
  
Marge Battles discussed upcoming seminars and costs.  Marge moved we invite Cheri Rol to teach oils on July 
16 and 17.  Sheron Gann seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Debbie Suenram moved we invite Amanda 
Collier to teach colored pencils.  Sheron Gann seconded.  The motion carried.  (NOTE:  The motions were tabled 
following later discussion.)   
  
Mariellen stated that there were fewer door prizes this year at Tole Country.  She suggested that each member 
should bring one finished item next year.   
Rose Isch scheduled a budget committee meeting for Saturday, December 19, 2009, at 10:00 am at her office at 
3540 S. Boulevard, Suite 205, Edmond, Oklahoma and invited all committee chairs to attend. 
  
LaVella, Chapter Librarian/Historian, requested pictures this year for the new album.   
Sherri Johnson needs more committee chairs, such as Devotion, Historian, Parliamentarian, Publicity, Ways and 
Means, Web Site, Funny Money.  Please sign up at the Christmas Party. 
  
The wrap-up for Tole Country is delayed because the Treasurer is out of state.  Norma Stinchcomb stated there 
were 214 walk-ins this year, as compared to 267 last year.  It was noted that next year we need to purchase 
armbands.  Marge Battles stated that the vendors were very happy with the convention.  Judy Guercio spent only 
$230 of the $450 for decorations.  Ann Hill enlisted 22 demonstrations with door prizes.  Edna Gassei stated 
there were 10 volunteers in the Hospitality Suite, with total donations of $159.  All committee chairs were 
acknowledged for their excellent job.  Debbie Suenram gave all committee chairs bags made by her daughter.  
For her excellent work, Debbie was presented a box painted by Marilyn Teegarden.   
  
Judy noted that Brenda Rickman will not be able to fulfill the position of Assistant Director of Tole Country next 
year.  Please let Sue L, Debbie, or Judy know by January if you can take that position. 
  
Judy noted that the current bank statement showed only $1,699.64 in checking.  Currently it is unclear if there are 
more transactions to be made regarding the convention.  Apparently there was some confusion on the policy of 
leaving the books with the President or Vice President when the Treasurer will be out of town.  Also, it is critical 
that a Treasurer's report is made on a monthly basis.    We currently are committed to the Clarion for the Seminar 
in November and the Christmas Party in December for a total of $2400.   Because of the uncertainty of the fiscal 
standing, it was suggested that each member pay $10 to eat at the Christmas Party.  This will be paid upon 



arrival.  Sue Bowers moved anyone attending the Christmas dinner pay $10.  Ernestine seconded the motion.  
The motion carried. 
LaVella moved that the chapter delay the two earlier motions on seminars until a later date.  Sue Bowers 
seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
