The surface is a 
paper mach’e postcard and will be prepped and embossed, ready 
to start painting. If you signed up at the January meeting you are 
on the list and will have a surface, if you were not at the January 
meeting or don’t remember if you signed up give Sue Bowers a 
call (405) 286-5363 and she will have a surface ready for you. 
The surface fee will be $2.00 and will include the ribbon. The 
following colors will be used, these are DecoArt Americana 
Colors but you can sub another brand if you would like: Wisteria, 
Dioxazine Purple, Black Green, White, Burnt Orange, Lt. 
Buttermilk, Payne’s Gray, Taffy Cream.  Also please bring a 
small sea sponge, tracing paper, graphite, a Krylon 18 kt. Gold 
Leafing Pen and assorted brushed.  ¾” flat or angle, 3/8” angle, 
10/0 liner & 0 liner. 
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We are going to have a Heart Exchange at our 
February Meeting so if you would like to 
participate here are the rules: 
 

1. It must be painted 
2. It can be a heart shape or a heart design 
3. You must bring one to get one 

 
So paint your best, one that you would like to 
receive in return.  Members will be voting on 
their favorite hearts and you could go home 
with an additional prize if everyone likes 
yours.

February 
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January  
 
General Business meeting 
Oklahoma Society of Decorative Painters 
January 11, 2010 
 
Meeting was called to order by President Sherri Johnson at 6:30 pm. Twenty-nine members were present. 
 
Motion was made by Sherri to accept the October, November minutes which are printed in the January newsletter.  The 
motion was seconded and carried. 
 
Sue Bowers passed around a sign-up sheet for monthly meeting cookies and coffee to be brought by chapter members.  If 
you want to bring sugar-free cookies please place SF beside your name. Coffee has already been bought and should be 
enough for most of the year. 
 
Motions from the executive committee were discussed as follows: 
 

1. Each member attending the 2010 Christmas party will pay $12.00 with the chapter paying the balance. Seconded 
by Debbie Suenram and carried. 

2. A drawing will be held for the centerpieces at the Christmas party. Tickets will be sold on site for $1.00. Members 
and guests are welcome to purchase tickets. Seconded and carried. 

3. That at the monthly meeting $1.00 will be added to the price of the project fee where painting is the program. This 
would not include Chapter projects such as Memory Boxes, etc. The motion was seconded and did not carry.   

4. The motion was made and withdrawn for those wanting or needing the newsletter mailed should pay $5.50 at the 
beginning of the year for this service. 

5. The motion was made to cancel commitment for Cheri Rol seminar in July.  Marge Battles stated that there was a 
$150.00 deposit made that we would lose.  Sue Bowers stated that the hotel rooms have been canceled.  
Amendment was made to cancel all seminars in 2010.  Motion to cancel all seminars in 2010 was seconded and 
carried. 

6. Tole Country Hospitality to start a new lunch box program that will be available to anyone, including but not limited 
to, members, students, vendors and teachers.  There will be a fee of $20.00 for 3 lunches or $10.00 for a single 
day.  These would need to be purchased before Tole Country.  Chapter members will make the lunches.  The 
motion was seconded and carried. 

7. A motion was made that there will be a live/silent auction at Tole Country.  Debbie Suenram stated that Donations 
for prizes at the make and take sessions were solicited from teachers and the response was good. Maybe 
donations for the auction could be donated in this manner.  The question was asked how much was made from 
past auctions and Sue Bowers said between $200.00 and $700.00.  The motion was seconded and carried.  

8. A motion was made from the executive committee that there will be no free registration fees at Tole Country.  
Everyone will pay Registration including Chapter members.  Ballot voting was done for this motion.  Yes votes 
were 13, no votes were 15 and 1 abstained.  The motion did not carry.   

9. A motion was made that Registration fees be raised for Tole Country to $35.00 if postmarked by July 1 and after 
that Registration fee will be raise to $55.00.  The motion was seconded and carried.   

10. Motion was made for Chapter members to donate at least one item painted recently to be sold in the General 
Store and the money goes to the Chapter/Tole Country.  Any item not sold will be returned to the person that 
donated it.  The motion was seconded and carried. 

 
MOTIONS FROM THE FLOOR 

Raise member dues to $25.00.  Debbie Suenram made a motion that this motion be tabled; this was seconded and 
approved to table. 

   
Members donate $10.00 to the chapter for the year 2010.  Motion by Bonnie Duncan; second Debbie Suenram; carried. 

 
Next on the agenda were income ideas for 2010.  Renata Thomas and Renee O’Donnell will do a stenciled Snowflake 
quilt. The motion was seconded and carried. The quilt will be a full/queen size and be ready for the Marketplace in 
Wichita.   
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Sue Bowers made a motion to have a Pampered Chef fundraiser party for the March meeting.  There would be no cost 
to the club.  Sales up to $600.00 will pay 10% to the club and over $600.00 will pay 15%. There would be an open 
meeting and guests will be invited.  Catalogs would be given out to members at the February meeting.  The motion was 
seconded and carried. 
 
Sue Bowers made a motion that we proceed with the cookbook.  She has only 50 recipes and needs a total of 300.  
The cookbook would be the 3 ring binder type that can have pages added.  200 books would be at a cost of approx. 
$1400.00 and projected amount income of $3000.00.  All recipes need to be typed and received by the printer by 
February 28th.  The cookbooks can be reordered for Tole Country sales if needed.  The motion was seconded and 
carried with a vote of 15 yes and 7 no.   
 
Judy Guercio made a motion that items could be sold on the website.  The website is already paid for and donated 
items could be sold.  Those donating would need to be aware of copyrights on patterns used, etc.  It was suggested 
that there are a lot of details to be worked out and that a committee needs to be appointed to work on this and 
presented at another time.  The committee volunteers are Judy Guercio, Debbie Suenram, Bonnie Duncan and Shirley 
Williams. 
 
Sue Bowers stated that it costs $20.00 to put items in the Market Place at Nationals and made a motion for chapter to 
pay the $20.00. The motion was seconded and carried.   
 
Tole Diggers proposed Chapter budget was reviewed and motion to accept budget with changes was seconded and 
carried. 
 
Tole Country proposed budget was reviewed and motion to accept budget, with changes, was seconded and carried. 
 
Sue Bowers announced that for the February meeting we would have a painted heart exchange and a prize will be 
given to the best one which will be voted on by the members.  
 
Samples of embroidery that can be purchased for retreat were shown; the cost is $8.00 and you provide surface for 
embroidery, these need to be brought to the February and March meeting at the latest.   
The meeting adjourned at 9:20 pm.
