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Christmas in July 
 

Christmas has come to Tole Diggers in July.  Join us to paint a 
Nativity Ornament, “Silhouette of Bethlehem”, taught by Renata 
Thomas.   
You can paint this on a glass ornament approximately 4” in 
diameter, a wood cut out or a 5 X 7 small wood box (to hold a 
special gift).  You choice, but you need to have the surface 
prepped and ready to finish at the meeting.  If you are going to 
paint on the glass ball, spray it with Krylon Home Décor #7417 
Nantucket Navy Satin, this will need to be misted 3 times for 
proper coverage.  Any wood surface you want to use needs to be 
base coated with Dark Blue. 
 
Other supplies you will need to bring are flats, liners and a mop. 
White graphite or a making pencil.  This can be painted in either 
oils or acrylics.  Your basic painting supplies for whichever 
medium you will be using and the following colors. 
Oil Palette: Black, White, Alizarin Crimson, Prussian Blue 
Acrylic Palette: Black, White, Antique Mauve, Dark Blue a 
retarder or gel.
